PASTORAL WEEKLY REFLECTION 
Where did Thomas go? 
While all the apostles were hiding behind 
the closed doors, while they were afraid of 
the authority and were living in fear, where 
did Thomas go?  Did he go to face the 
authority or to proclaim the Good News? 
We all think about his absence this 
weekend.  During his absence, the risen 

Christ appeared to his disciples and said, “Peace be with 
you….” 
When the apostles said to Thomas that they have seen 
the Lord, he refused to believe saying he wanted to see 
Him in person. Today’s questions : is where did Thomas 
go?    Did he go to find out the truth or did he go to the 
authority? Where did he go? I think he went to be alone 
and pray…he went to speak to those whom Jesus 
healed. 
Why did St. Thomas not believe when the other 
disciples said “We have seen the Lord and he is 
risen.”? 
I think St. Thomas wanted to test the others and said 
“unless I put my finger in his wounds and my hand in his 
side, I will not believe”. When he did see Jesus, he 
confessed that Jesus is not only the Lord, but he is God 
himself. 
Today we are called to confess our faith saying, “My 
Lord and My God”. If we profess our faith in Christ, then 
we are asked to go everywhere to preach the good news 
to all.  And we are asked to tell the people that Christ is 
indeed risen and those who believe in him will never die 
but have life-everlasting. Amen.
